PASTOR’S CORNER FIFTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME
February 5, 2012

Dear Parish Family,

This Fifth Sunday’s reflection from the readings; first from the book of Job the les-
son is that even just men suffer, and their sufferings are a test of their fidelity.
They shall be rewarded in the end. Man’s finite mind cannot probe the depths of
the divine omniscience that governs the world. The problems that we encounter
can be solved by a broader and deeper awareness of God’s power, presence and wis-
dom. Since Job was innocent, suffering could not have been the result of sin. Job
entered into a dialogue with God and comes to understand that his sad situation
cannot be logically explained. He finally surrendered himself to the wisdom of
God.

In the second reading, St. Paul speaks of himself as a servant of all. He says that he
has been serving the community out of an inner urge and not from compulsion from
anyone else and not for profit or prestige. The only thing that he has to boast about
is the Gospel of Jesus. He also says that he had disciplined himself to be faithful to
what he preached. Here St. Paul tells us to be faithful to who you are and to what
you preach and teach.

The Gospel of Mark 1:29-39, Jesus cured Simon’s mother-in-law, in Simon’s house.
Jesus was prepared to heal in a simple cottage and did not require the great audi-
ence of the synagogue. Jesus had an exciting and exhausting experience in the
synagogue. He was never too tired to help and to heal.

Simon’s mother-in-law began to wait on them after being cured. She used her re-
covered health for renewed service.

When God touches our lives we need to touch others lives, that is the call of God.
God has created us so we do small things with great love. To love and to serve one
another as Jesus did. | believe in that great love that comes or should come from
our heart, should start at home; with my family, neighbors across the street and
right next door. And this love should then reach everyone. Mother Teresa.

The library holds books on religious subjects, books
by religious authors and now has films such as the
one described below. The library is open on Sunday
mornings and Sunday evenings when CCE is in
Session.

Saint Giuseppe Moscati: Doctor to the Poor
Giuseppe Moscati, “the holy physician of Naples,”
was a medical doctor and layman in the early 20th
century who came from an aristocratic family and
devoted his medical career to serving the poor. He
was also a medical school professor and a pioneer in
the field of biochemistry whose research led to the
discovery of insulin as a cure for diabetes.

Moscati regarded his medical practice as a lay
apostolate, a ministry to his suffering fellowmen.
Before examining a patient or engaging in research
he would place himself in the presence of God. He
encouraged his patients to receive the sacraments.
Dr. Moscati treated poor patients free of charge, and
would often send someone home with an envelope
containing a prescription and a 50-lire note.

When Mount Vesuvius erupted in 1906, Dr. Moscati
evacuated a nursing home in the endangered area,
personally moving the frail and infirm patients to
safety minutes before the roof of the building
collapsed. He also served beyond the call of duty
during the 1911 cholera epidemic and treated some
3,000 soldiers during World War I.

Moscati was outspoken in his opposition to the
unfair practices of nepotism and bribery that often
influenced appointments at that time. He could have
pursued a brilliant academic career, taken a professo-
rial chair and devoted more time to research, but he
preferred to continue working with patients and to
train interns.

Giuseppe Moscati died in 1927 at 46 yrs old, was
beatified in 1975 and declared a saint by Pope John
Paul IT in 1987. His feast day is November 16.
